Warm-Up Activity:

Reading Activity:  
Read a story book together with 
an adult. Who were the main 
characters in the story? Tell why 
they were your favorite 
character.

Writing Activity/Prompt: 
Draw a picture of your favorite 
character and write why they 
were your favorite character. 
 
Reminder when your child is 
writing: Have your child 
stretch out the tricky words 
and they write the sounds they 
hear.  Word wall words should 
have good spelling, but other 
words they should use 
kindergarten spelling. 
(Example: mk, mac, mak for 
make and bd for bed.  I can mk 
my bd.) 
 
Remember: Please check your 
writing for a capital letter to 
start your sentences, lower 
case letters for the rest of your 
words, punctuation at the end 
of your sentences, and good 
spaces between your words. 

Math Activities: 
-Have your family tell you 5 numbers 
between 1-50 and write them. 
 
-Play Addition Top-It: It is similar to Top-It 
but each player flips 2 cards and adds them 
together.  The player with the largest sum 
wins all of the cards.
